Neither party shall, during or after the term of this Agreement, disclose the terms of this Agreement to any other person or persons (except to accountants and/or legal advisers) whether directly or indirectly except as and when required by law to do so.

14.2
The Company shall ensure that the Artist does not disclose to any other person or persons in anyway whatsoever (whether during the term of this Agreement or otherwise) any details of the activities of the Producer or with respect to the Producer' operations generally or the production of the Production without the prior written consent of the Producer.

1. Confidential Information:  During the course of carrying out my employment responsibilities to XXX, I will have access to and be entrusted with, detailed confidential information, trade secrets and records relating to the present and contemplated services, including marketing techniques and strategies, processes, customer lists and financial affairs of XXX, its clients or other employees (the “Confidential Information”), the particulars of which, if disclosed to competitors of XXXXXXXXXXXXXXXXXX or to the general public, would be detrimental to the best interests of XXX.
